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Well, | can certainly tell that my favorite time of the year
has arrived. The birds are busy building their nests the

days are longer and the orchid catalogs are streaming in.

This means | must repot a million pants, though it seems
as soon as | think I've repotted all those in need, there’s
always one more. If you can’t decide if the plant can go
one more year, don't hesitate to repot it. Once you start
losing a root system to wet deteriorated potting mix,
you'll set the plant back for years. After you repot the
orchid, you must be sure the plant is very secure in the
new pot. Secondly, you must not let it dehydrate. New
mixes generally dry out much more quickly than the old
broken-down mixture. Once new roots have begun you
may have to water the plant every day for the first cou-
ple of weeks if you are using small clay pots.

| once asked Bill Fender “when’s the best time to repot”
his answer was “whenever you have time”. Don’t put off
your repotting. It's a lot of fun after you get started.

You will experience satisfaction at a job well done and
your plants will reward you with good growth and many
flowers.

Check the newsletter for the date and time of our
cultural study group. Thanks to Jeff Higel for continuing
to chair this group

Three years ago July | wrote this article, which I'm
repeating to remind everyone that it is just as important
to take care of your orchids during the hot summer
months as it is to take care of your orchids in the winter
months.

This is the most rewarding time of the year to grow or-
chids. Now that the days are longer, young plants are
hungry and thirsty. Don’t be afraid to use a weekly
feeding program. Thank goodness the rains have come
But a word of caution: If you have orchids outdoors in
plastic pots, check the drainage and don’t let them
drown.
