DELRAY BEACH, Fla. - The American Orchid

Society is closing its Florida headquarters to

visitors to save money.
Executive Director Jim Jordan says the

society will close public access to its gardens

and greenhouses on 3.5 acres near Delray

Beach in May. He blames the closure on

declining membership and endowments hit
by the financial crisis.

The society has more than 17,000 members
worldwide. Its greenhouses and gardens
contain about 15,000 varieties of orchids.

Jordan says the society will be able to
support orchid education, conservation and
research if it doesn't have to "subsidize

activities that touch so few people

Jordan says the gardens could reopen when
the economy improves.

Show Preparation-For some, show preparation means only watching the growing area t@asgédldwers are
open...the week of the show. But for those who are really interested in showing thair githwer individually or as
part of a group, preparation begins many weeks in advance of show opening. Sindby itakasa4-8 weeks for the
flowers to emerge, once there are signs of an inflorescence, it makesosaaseldoking for display candidates that
much in advance. As the plants are located, mark them some way so that they catifiee ithea quick glance at
the area; or if you have the luxury of space, consider moving some of the cattidy@gsndrobiums, for example, to
a spot where they can be readily monitored...and groomed as necessary. On thexdtimeoviag vandaceous
plants from the spot where they have initiated their inflorescence can lead enmsaalused by changes in light
intensity/directional origin. So what should be done to groom an orchid for a show??dtsvena idead) Be sure
that the plant has good positioning in the growing area for a steady light exposueed Mdvat you would consider

plastic pots. This single advance step can save lots of heartache...causedwispegial plant topples during
transportation...and always directly on its “facé)'Be especially diligent with watering practices. Remember that
the emerging flowers consist of water and carbohydrates; inadequatewesins smaller flowers opening much
more slowly than would be possible with more wai¢iStake the pseudobulb or long inflorescence carefully as
early as possible. Further attention to the staking/tying chores will be neetleddevelopment progressek.
Remove weeds and other debris from pot surface (tree leaves, twigg) Btggu plan to put your plant with the
individual entries, clean its container to eliminate algae and maybe anywatadrsalts; sometimes, this grooming
step is accomplished by slipping the orchid into a new pot...or by just dropping the whole ludinmpot, into a
larger clay pot8) Be sure to groom the opening flowers in order to make the best presentation of theggidupin
can mean more staking and tying. It is a pity to have perfectly lovely bloosenped for show with their beauty
partially hidden as a result of inadequate grooming. In the case of vandas@&hdas, use a small section of
bamboo stake (or even a twig) to wedge behind the emerging inflorescence laad fdue.. . forcing the growing
raceme to push outward from the plant and thus permitting flowers on the back side obthedeafice to open
properly.9) Clean the leaves to remove chemical and water stains as well as dust; afee’ ®fii&ecticidal Soap,
diluted with a little water, has proven very effective for this purpose.

September in your Orchid Collection by Dr. Martirotds

September looms as the only truly dismal monthdant® Florida. Even without the prospect of the wad@able 'H' word, September
disheartens since it is easily the dampest, duikestth in the year. Although more inches of raihifaJune, more hours of rain occur
in the often slow, seemingly endless drizzles gftSmber. Frequently a day or two can pass withouhsch as a solid hour of truly
bright sunshine to lift our spirits and dry out glants. Days are growing much shorter also, vatiginights when our plants are wet
from the frequent rains. Coming at the end of #iay season when disease pressure has been buigiptember presents the maxi-
mum opportunity for fungal and bacterial diseasetske hold of our orchids. Hopefully careful waterpractices and the judicial use
of fungicides (as recommended last month) will hdiveinished the potential for disease in our cditets. But even in the best
managed collection, September calls for extra aigie. Keep a close eye out for problems and reinowvediately any plant that
shows the first sign of fungus to a dry locatiomptevent the disease being spread by splashingiraps. Good hygiene is particularly
important this month. Clean up growing areas anabree any dead leaves, twigs or other organic déanis the plants and the ground.
In September numerous diseases that linger in degajant material find the ideal conditions thibwa them to jump to the living
tissue of our prize orchids. Such problems can ldpvaore quickly in September than in any other thoS8eptember is a month to
stay home and be there for your orchids. Look atyplant, every day.

September, above all, is the month that the oldddogrowers' adage that "One needs a cat to goma grchids," holds true. By leav-
ing enough space between plants on a shade houosk foe a cat to walk around without knocking théawn, one provides the good
air circulation which is absolutely essential inipds of protracted wet weather. Well spaced plantsmuch less likely to encounter
disease problems this month. Remember that youtplaill have grown considerably over the summet hrat the space they
occupied comfortably in the Spring has now bedediby their own growth as well as their neighb&sace them out. Now is perhaps
the time to decide to hang some of the larger arese they will dry much more quickly. The smalteones left behind on the bench
will be very appreciative of the extra air and tigh

Another excellent way to increase air circulatiow @nhance rapid drying is by trimming excess {palgrly vertical) branches from all
trees which support orchids or are near to orchidving areas. By increasing the light and air flome will also garner the benefit of
reducing the possibility that such trees will b@&ked down in a severe storm. Trees trimmed to ipgmmper air circulation and light
for orchids were frequently the only ones whichvéred upright after Andrew. As there is rarely tileedo such pruning when storm
warnings are actually posted and creating extraiglebnot then wise, now is the time to protedhbgour orchids and your trees. Days
are shortening quickly now and more hours of raid avercast skies mean that your orchids will biéfrefim all the additional light

that they can get. Beginning the process of "hanmdeoff" our plants by allowing more light to reattiem will give them a leg up on
the coming cool weather as well.

As orchids grown outside are so frequently wetépt8mber, it is often difficult to apply fertilizer fungicides to the plants because
they are already damp. Catch 22!- the plants ngtd protection because they are wet and becaageatie wet one can't apply
chemicals to protect them. In these circumstarmoasy growers find Quaternary ammonium compoundiilsgold as Physan,
Consan, Greenshield or Triathalon these disinféstdissolve totally in water and can be appliedi¢d plants. Strengths vary so follow
the label. Although Federal regulations say tsleguld not, many growers substitute the cheap eadily available pool algicide
which contain the same active ingredient. Home Dsplds a brand called "Pool Time" which couldioechased legally to disinfect
walks and pathways at the rate of 1 to 2 tspsgakon and would certainly do no harm at that rdtié,came into contact with the or-
chids no more frequently than every 7-10 days.

This month when those brief periods of dry weafiemit growers to think of applying other pesticdthey are tempted to think of
giving their starving charges fertilizer as welhig is generally not a good idea with any fertilizentaining phosphorous (the second in
the numerical series of three numbers). Phosplarasges the PH of water and tends to interactméthy other chemicals reducing
their effectiveness. In September we need as mtepdwer from our chemical arsenal as we canAyetuch better strategy in general
to add some nutrients employs potassium nitrateQJBNL3-0-43 at a rate of 1 tbs per gallon of wabasre should ask for the type
usually referred to as "spray grade". In gergraipodial orchids are reaching the end of theintinccycle as September progresses so
a reduction in nitrogen from the potassium nitsaibstitution or a missed fertilizer application aidyidoes little harm to orchids grown
outside in South Florida. Soft cane dendrobiumthef'Nobile" types will actually benefit from theduction in feeding. It's time to
wean these deciduous types before cutting therartiifely from the grub next month. Vandas and Ritadasis on the other hand can
be fertilized as often as weather permits andbldbm all the stronger for this extra attentiortie coming months.

Snails can also be a problem again in Septemben Eyou earlier used the "lightly, frequenthgliting suggested in July, snails can
travel long distances on wet ground in the dultkd@eather of September. Chances are your neighiames not been as good as you on
snail control. So, once more with feeling: snait Bsghtly, frequently” to give a warm welcome &my recently arrived mollusks. With
an eye to the heavens (or at least to the TV sEresmoving any old boards, empty pots or otheridghat might fly about in a storm
will also render the humble snails homeless. Anoofymity to re-double your virtue and save someiptes moments in the face of the
storm that we hope never comes!

Orchid of the month

Neolauchea pulcheld

This quaint little miniature is endemic to the state of Pararthdawn the
mountainous areas leading to the Rio Grande Do Sol in southern Brazil. It accurs
moderate to high altitudes growing in oak forests as well as other rniatbard, in

my culture, it grows well on callistemon viminalis (Bottlebrushh@ligh there is no
reason to suggest that it wouldn’t do equally as well on other species entine ay
related genera, as it also grows on a slab of bark from Eucalyptus leucaoaylon v
macrocarpa (pink flowering Ironbark). The name Neolauchea has beeraltdiffie

to decipher, Kraenzlin first described the species in 1897 and it wasuas!®
whether he named the plant in honour of Lauche, or after the Spanish Laucha*
(mouse) in reference to its hairy pseudobulb and singular terete anctoasac
(leather like) leaf, or the Spanish Lauchea (struggling) apl#m is somewhat
difficult to establish (*1). The prefix Neo of course means new, and pudchell
translated into English means beautiful. After a reasonable invigstigand the help
of a colleage, it was discovered that the plant was indeed named aftee Laiuetior
of the Liechtenstein Botanical Gardens. It is a monotypic, creeping spdtieh
enjoys plenty of room to move, so its best to pick a mount large enough (alntwst to t
point of looking ridiculous) to accommodate at least 5 years growth. Riajots
abundant moisture all year round and this only being withheld on the coldessof day
50-80% shade is adequate, and good air movement is also recommended. Once
established, this species is fast growing and easily maintained amelwalid the
grower with an abundance of its small but brilliant purple flowers.
